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To be eligible for the principal license the applicant must have two years of successful teaching
under a professional teaching license at the age level for which the principal license is sought. In
addition, the candidate must earn the qualifying score of 610 on the Praxis Il specialty area test:
“Educational Leadership: Administrative & Supervision” (10410). Following a successful entry

year, the license will be added to a valid professional teacher license.
